Class Description 
This course covers the development of Western Civilization from 1300 to the present. It emphasizes world history with a strong European component. The ultimate purpose of this course is to help develop an understanding of the complexity of issues involved in making our world what it is, today. Students will also be able to understand the development of political systems around the world and to analyze the roles of significant individuals and groups during important periods of time and at key turning points in global history.

Classroom Expectations 
- Come to class on time and prepared with all supplies and homework 
- Treat others the way you wish to be treated- be kind, courteous, and respectful 
- Cell phones and other electronic devices should not be out or being used, unless, specifically given permission. There 
    will be consequences if this is not the case. (I will have a cell phone bank in the classroom and students will be 
    asked to place their cell phones in the container if they bring them to class. Otherwise, it is suggested that you 
    leave your phone in your locker.)
 - See the teacher if you were absent or are going to be absent and need make-up work on your first day back
 - We will have a classroom environment of respect. We will all respect what one another has to say by listening to one  
     another and respecting one another’s opinions and differences.

Consequences for misbehavior or tardies
If you are going to be late to class, you will need to get a pass from your previous teacher. .If you are a few seconds late to class, I will mark you down late in the computer. If you are several minutes late to class, you will be sent to the Dean’s Office to get a pass.
Misbehavior / Insubordination 
- 1st Offense – Verbal Warning 	
- 2nd Offense – Phone Call Home
- 3rd Offense – Phone call home and classroom detention
- 4th Offense – Phone call home and Dean’s Referral 
• If the situation warrants such action, the student may be sent directly to the Deans Office. 
Classroom Procedures 
- The agenda for the day will be written on the board everyday so you will know what to expect.. You can also find the bell
     work and homework here.
 - When the bell rings, you must be in your SEAT working on the bell work. Please keep all bell work for a unit in the same 
     place of your notebook, as it will be checked over by the teacher. 
- If you need something, ask for it. You will get ONE copy of worksheets, if you lose them you will need to see me for me.. 
- If you are absent, see me before / after class to collect your missed work. Getting your makeup work is your 
     responsibility! 
- If you are absent on test day, you must schedule a time with me and make up the test within a week of the absence.
 - Any work turned in late will automatically receive points off. Late work will not be accepted after the unit test. 
- Food is not allowed in the classroom. Students may have bottled water.
 - To leave the room for any reason, you must ask me (at an appropriate time) and take the pass with you. No one will be
      permitted to leave the room in the first 10 or last 5 minutes of class. There will be a log book that all students must sign
      in and out on. 
- Stay in your seats until the bell rings, we do not line up at the door.
 - Cheating and/or plagiarism will not be tolerated in any manner. All rules in the student handbook also apply. 

Remote Learning Classroom Procedures 
• Students should be logged onto the Google Meets meeting at the beginning of class M, T, TH, F. 
• Attendance will be taken at the beginning of class and towards the end of class. 
• Students will be seated at a table or in a chair / couch prepared to learn. Students will be asked to leave the Google Meet  
   if they are still in bed and will be marked absent. 
• Students should not be using their phones during the Google Meeting unless they are asked to use it. 
• Assignments and handouts will be posted on Google Classroom. 
• Quizzes and Tests will be conducted on Google Classroom and will be monitored through google meets. 
• Grades can be checked on Google Classroom and Tyler 
Grading Policy Semester grades will be calculated from in class assignments, homework, quizzes, projects and unit tests. 
1. Weights 
• Formal Assessments (classwork, homework, small projects.)= 45% 
• Summative Assessments (Test, Quiz, Major Projects) = 55% 
2. Late work policy –all late work must be turned in by the end of the unit. You will lose points for every day it is late. 
3. Grading Codes 
NHI – Not Handed In – Which equates to a zero, thus affecting the students’ grads 
ABS – Absent – Which does not equate to a zero, thus not affecting the students’ grades
EX – Excused – Which does not equate to a zero, thus not affecting the students’ grades. 
4. Final Semester Grade exam – Each semester will be worth 50% of the student’s overall grade. We will not have an overall final 
exam at the end of each semester. During the Exam Week, we will be taking a unit multiple choice test. 
5. Regularly check Tyler and Google Classroom to stay up-to-date on your grade. You can also always ask me to check 
    your grade.
