Coat of Arms

Heraldry is a system of symbols used to represent individuals, families, and countries. The basic symbol of heraldry is called a coat of arms which was originally used on the shields of knights. Because knights were so heavily clad in armor during battle, they carried shields and flags depicting their coat of arms. As a result, they could easily be recognized on the battlefield.  

You will now create a shield to represent your group of knights. You will likely wish to use mottos, colors, animals, and symbols in order to communicate a certain message on your original coat of arms.

1. Your coat of arms must include an animal, colors, and other objects.
2. Use the following examples for ideas.

Examples of colors you may use: 

· Red – bravery, strength

· Yellow – Generosity

· Green – hope and joy

· Blue – truth

· Purple – loyalty

· White – peace and honesty

· Black – Unchanging, grief
Examples of symbols you may use: 

· Cross, star, rose, crescent moon, weapon, heart, crown, sun, fire
Example of animals:

· Dragons – defenders

· Unicorns – Purity

· Bear – protectiveness
· Tiger – fierceness
· Horse – readiness
· Fox – wisdom 

· Swan – Harmony 
· Lions – courage
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
