The ideal Renaissance behavior was for men to be skilled in many activities that could include being an athlete, artist, musician, playwright, poet, etc.  Women were expected to be courteous, attractive and graceful.   In the spirit of the Renaissance, and keeping in mind that we live in the 21st century, I am asking all of you (male and female) to become “Renaissance Students.”  

Your task is to choose ONE of the following project ideas to become a Renaissance Student.  If you have another idea, please ask me for approval.  ALL projects will be presented to the class!!! BE READY!!!  
Additionally, whichever option you choose, there is a 1 paragraph description (1” margins, size 12 front, Times New Roman, Double Spaced) on an artist who you looked to for style. You will research that artist in order to explain their start in the art world and style they were trained in, pick a piece of their work to analyze, and explain the style you used and how their style influenced your project. This research must be cited!
1. In the spirit of Michelangelo, you may make a clay sculpture.  It must take a human form and be sure to include the same kind of anatomical detail as seen in the statue of David and La Pieta. Be prepared to explain the specific characteristics of it. 
2. In the spirit of Leonardo Da Vinci, you may make a painting or drawing that would include perspective as we talked about in class.  That means it cannot be flat, it must look realistic and have depth. (I cannot show you how to do this, if you don’t know how, choose something else.) It also must include at least two other characteristics of Renaissance artwork.  Be prepared to explain the characteristics to the class.
3. The Renaissance revived the Greek concept that an ideal person participated in a variety of activities including sports.  You may research and report to the class on one of the following popular Renaissance games or sports:  Javelin hurling, tennis, chess, archery, fencing, boxing, falconry, hunting, soccer and gambling.  Tell how these activities are the same as today and how they have changed. You should bring props and give a demonstration.  You must give a 2 minute demonstration speech & turn in a 1 page summary plus your research of an athlete in that sport past or current. 
4. You may write a personal essay in the spirit of Michel de Montaigne.  It must clearly express your personal view on any subject and have the intention of reforming society in some way. Be prepared to present your essay in detail to the class. (2 pg length) 
5. Create your own personal utopian society in the spirit of Thomas More.  You may want to address things about our current society that need to be changed as Thomas More did in his book.  You must address the following topics for maximum points:  government/laws, economics, values, social organization, and any other cultural universals you’d like to add.  An oral presentation and a visual aid are required.  

6. In the spirit of William Shakespeare and Petrarch, you may write a sonnet about something you love.  A sonnet is a poem that follows a specific pattern and must be written about something you love. Make sure it is school appropriate and that you are prepared to read it to the class. 
Sonnet Requirements:

· Your Sonnet must be an expression of your love for something or someone.  (mom, dad, boyfriend, girlfriend, favorite music/musical group, favorite food, sport, etc.) Remember to express your love/feelings and not just describe the thing or person you love.

· 14 lines

· 10 syllables per line

· “Turn”  (At a specified point in your sonnet, your feelings must turn to the opposite to show the other side of your feelings:  Good to bad, love to hate, pride to worry, etc.)  Everything has a dark side.  Nothing is perfect.   

· Use non lined paper and decorate with pictures, a border, color, etc.

· Follow the pattern given. Same letter lines must rhyme.
