Mao’s Communist Revolution: 1949 (A 2nd Communist Power)

The Korean War

· The USSR & USA could not agree on how to hold elections so by 1948 two separate govt.s claimed to be the ruler of Korea. 
· N. Korea kept ties with the USSR & China while S. Korea kept ties with the USA.
· The USSR withdrew their troops in 1948 and the USA did the same in 1949.
· June 25, 1950- _____________________________ in hopes of unifying under their communist govt.
· On June 27, Truman orders U.S. forces to assist the South Koreans
· The ____________ voted to condemn the action & organized an army to oppose it.  The ______ could not veto the action because they were absent. (Protested the UN’s refusal to recognize China’s communist govt.)
· Within 6 mo., the UN had pushed N. Korea out of S. Korea and back to the Chinese border.
· The ________ came to the North’s aid & pushed the UN troops back to the 38th parallel where a stalemate developed.

U-2 Spy Incident (1960)
· On May 1, 1960, Francis Gary Powers & his U-2 spy plane were shot down 1200 miles inside of the________.  The U-2 flew at 75,000 ft. and was supposedly untouchable.
· Pres. Eisenhower denied that it was a spy mission until the Soviets informed the USA that they had ______________________________ & recovered the wreckage of the plane.
· Suffering major embarrassment, Eisenhower was forced to admit the truth behind the mission & the U-2 program. 
· Eisenhower agreed to stop these flights for the remainder of his presidency but did not apologize for this incident. The Paris Summit collapsed when ____________________-stormed out of negotiations.
· Powers was sentenced to 10-years in prison, following an infamous show-trial. 
· Powers serves 2 yrs. until the USA traded Soviet spy Rudolf Abel for him. (Berlin’s Glienicke Bridge)

Castro takes Power

· The next year, Castro seizes U.S. assets on the island.

Bay of Pigs Debacle
· U.S.-organized invasion force of 1,400 Cuban exiles is launched from Guatemala in ships and planes. 
· Mission is defeated by _____________ government forces on Cuba's south coast at the Bay of Pigs in 3-days (April 20).
· ____________________-- takes full responsibility for the disaster.

Cuban Missile Crisis (1962)
· 1962- After Bay of Pigs invasion, the Soviets secretly installed ________________________ in Cuba.
· After U-2 flights Kennedy ordered a _________________ of Cuba (Oct. 22) until the Soviet Union removed its missiles.
· October 28, the Soviets agreed to remove the missiles & the USA agrees to remove their Jupiter missiles in Turkey & not to invade Cuba, thus defusing one of the most dangerous confrontations of the Cold War
· Because we came so close to nuclear war, both nations decide to establish a __________________________.
· Because of his handling of the crisis & economic problems at home____________ is removed from power. (Oct., 1964)

SALT (1969)
· On November 17, the 1st phase of Strategic Arms Limitation Talks began in Helsinki, Finland. 
· The finished agreement, signed in Moscow on May 26, 1972, placed limits on both _____________________________ and ___________________________-- nuclear missiles.

Afghanistan (1979)
* December 25, 100,000 Soviet troops invaded Afghanistan.
